DOLER (O—UE)


The verb doler means to hurt, ache, or cause pain.  It is used the same way as the verb gustar.  The structure for a sentence using doler is as follows:


(A + person) Indirect object pronoun + duele + the body part (singular)


(A + person) Indirect object pronoun + duelen + the body part (plural)

Indirect object pronouns are me, te, nos, os, le, and les.  Note that a definite article (el, la, los, las) is used with the body part instead of a possessive adjective.

EX:
(A mí) Me duelen los pies.

My feet hurt.


A Juan le duele la pierna.

Juan’s leg hurts.


¿(A ti) Te duele la garganta?
Does your throat hurt?
